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Education in El Ojochal

Each schoolroom is approximately 18 ft x 18 ft. There is
electricity in the school,which is not alwaysthe casein rural
elementaryschools. Thereis a chalkboardcoveringone wall of
the room in each room. There is a bit of spaceoutside the
schooldoors to host activitieshoweverthe ground is not level
and slopesdown on one side. Thereare four latrines and one
water storagebasin(pila) outsidethe schoolhoweverthe water
isonly for cleaning.

The Teacher

Thereare three teachersfor the school,one per classroom. The schooldirector is Lilian Urania Marquino
Rodriguezandhasbeenteachingfor 7 yearsin this schoolsinceshegot her degree. Shestartedher trainingin
2005andhasbeenworkingasa teacherin ElOjochalofficially since2006. Sheis from the closestcity called
SanLorenzoandreceivedher teachersdegreeat the CholutecaNormalMixta del Surteachingacademy.

There are two classroomsin the elementary
school of El Ojochal. One room is for the 1st,
3rd, 5th graderswhile the other is for the 2nd,
4th, and 6th graders. There is also an outside
portable for the kindergarteners. Theschoolday
lastsfrom 6:30am �t 12:40pm, Monday through
Friday, and the schoolyear beginson February
1st andendson November30th.

As of two years ago the school only taught
kindergarten and students had to walk to
another elementary school to receive further
education,if feasible. Now, the two rooms that
are designated for 1st-6th graders are
convenientlylocatedright in the communityof
ElOjochal. It is a publicschoolthat has fundingfrom the local government,which alsosuppliesthe books
usedin the classroom. Normally,the school receives$30 per month to helppayfor schoolsuppliessuchas
notebooksandpencilsfor the students,however,this yeartherehas beenno suchfunding.

Similarto North Americanschools,most studentsare 6 yearsof
agewhen they enter the 1st gradeand are 13 yearsold when
they are done with the 6th grade. Due to the lack of an
accessiblemiddle and high schoolaroundthe community,most
studentsdo not pursuefurther educationafter the 6th grade,as
seenin manyother rural communitiesin Honduras.
